Dear Friend and Neighbor,

In 1785—after writing to Thomas Jefferson concerning
his inclination to endow a school in his hometown—
George Washington joined with a small group of
Alexandria's leading citizens to establish Alexandria
Academy, noting that "nothing is of more importance than
the education of youth.” If Washington’s material support
was substantial, his influence is felt to this very day.

From the very beginning, Alexandria Academy was a
college preparatory school that combined the study of
Latin and classical literature with instruction in the Bible, rhetoric, history, mathematics, science,
music, art and other practical subjects that would prepare graduates for service and leadership in
the new Republic. From the very beginning, the school welcomed those other schools would not
accept. It was the first in the region to educate young women. It was the first to educate free
blacks. Thanks to Washington, it was the first to educate poor and orphaned children—as he
insisted, “especially the descendants of those fallen in defense of their country.”

Alexandria Academy will always be George Washington’s school. It will always be a place
where faith and virtue are honored, and not merely tolerated. It will always be a place where
manners matter and character counts. It will always be a place that welcomes those other
schools turn away. The Academy will always be “the birthplace of universal education in the
United States.”

Alexandria Academy (or, as we call it, LATIN) is not an easy school. Our graduation
requirements are higher than those of other schools in the region. But the Academy is a place
where high standards are coupled with the academic support needed for success. It is a place
where a boy or girl who is “eager to learn and willing to work” can receive a classical education.

Great schools are not just bricks and sticks—or clicks. They are not just an interminable
succession of textbooks, lectures, recitations and tests. Great schools are communities in which
one or two generations come together to transmit everything ancient, lovely, sacred and useful to
the next. Consider this application an invitation to be a part of just such a community.
